Leamington Live, the exciting new two day event celebrating style, arts and culture in Royal Leamington Spa, was deemed a great success and footfall figures can prove it.  Organised by BID Leamington, the event took place on Saturday 1 & Sunday 2 May. Saturday was particularly successful with thousands of people soaking up the sun and enjoying a host of free activities around the town. 
The town’s footfall cameras show a total of 89,419 people visited Leamington that weekend which was 16.36% up on the previous weekend and both Royal Priors and Regent Court shopping centres reported a substantial increase in footfall over those two days. The town’s car park figures also saw a significant increase.

Around a hundred local businesses participated in what will now be an annual event. The feedback from retailers has been extremely positive with many reporting significant sales over the weekend. Lombok reported that sales were a massive 224% up on the same weekend last year. Bread & Co offered a sample bag which proved very popular and brought in many new customers resulting in their best trading day so far this year. 
The event was a huge success for Feminique which reported a massive increase in footfall compared to a normal Saturday. Sales were up on the day versus the previous six Saturdays. Trade at Country Bumpkins was considerably better than it has been and they had many more customers in from further afield as a result. The event proved very worthwhile for the Olive Garden Cafe whose free cake sampling and £1 per slice of handmade cake offer was also very successful.
The winner of the popular Family Trail competition was the Parry family from Leamington Spa. The family won a family safari day out at Woburn Abbey along with an adoption package for all four members of the family. As well as adopting a penguin for a year, the Parry’s will have VIP access to the enclosure and the opportunity to have a close encounter with their penguin.  
The Parry family said “We really enjoyed Leamington Live, especially the Elephant Trail. We had so much fun picking up the clues around town.  The town was buzzing and the live music was particularly enjoyable.  We chose to adopt a penguin as this was our favourite animal and we’re really looking forward to a great day out at Woburn”.
